1 female part

Resume: She has a husband who cares and nice children, but she is thinking of going away…She talks alone while her family is buying  her a birthday present. What if the real presents were evasion and solitude? "I loved you because i had no imagination", says Catherine to her absent husband. She knows he cheated on her whereas she was always faithful. Will she go?

3 female parts

Resume: Caroline is in prison … she's frightened and it shows. Her cell-mate is larger than life, terribly imposing and feels better behind bars than in fron. In time they learn to appreciate each other’s differences and true friendship is established.

· LES CHAUSSETTES OPUS 124 by Daniel COLAS
2 male parts

Resume: Two actors rehearse a clown show and spend their time getting at each other's throats. Everything opposes them but in spite of this and much arguing, they end up saluting their public, hand in hand, reconciled by their mutual love of acting. Two men with their weaknesses and their hopes united for better and for worse.
· L'ARBRE DE JOIE by Louis-Michel COLLA and Professor David KHAYAT
2 male parts, 2 female parts

Resume: The highly reputed professor Henri Lacombe and his assistant Samuel Sibony have been working for years on some new medicine involving a rare chinese tree.  The story is based on truth !  THE TREE OF HAPPINESS exists and has already saved thousands !

· SANS MENTIR by Xavier DAUGREILH
3 male parts, 3 female parts

Resume : Serge is attached to a young woman who likes married men, so he becomes one ; she loves big houses, so he invents one…

The problem is that when you start lying, you can’t stop…

What we know for certain is that without lying, none of that would never have happened…

· GERONIMO by David DECCA
2 male parts

Resume : Nowadays, 80% of divorces are initiated by women.

Antoine and Eric are two single fathers battling with divorce proceedings and the right to see their offspring. Both on their own, they decide to spend Christmas together. At midnight they call their respective sons only to find out that Geronimo, Eric’s son, has been left alone for the evening. How in heaven’s name is it possible to leave a 5 year old on his own on such a night ? They’ll do everything to reassure him and above all to make him laugh.

· LE VOL DE KITTY HAWK by Georges DUPUIS
4 male parts, 3 female parts

Resume : Aviation was born 100 years ago.

THE FLIGHT OF KITTY HAWK is the story of the craziest adventure ever, the story of the first flight with the Wright’s brothers…
· ON NE REFAIT PAS L'AVENIR by Anne-Marie ETIENNE
This play was produced in Belgium, Germany

3 male parts, 2 female parts

Resume: Xavier is a successful editorial Director and he’s doing a lot of things. He is arrogant, cynic, macho, he only thinks of this job without considering others, friends or girlfriend. 

But coming home after a trip, he finds a man who seems to be his angel. His mission: trying to transform this selfish man into a nice peron. Tough…

Six months later, Xavier will having lost a lot of certitudes and will see life differently.

· L'UN DANS L'AUTRE by Marc FAYET 

3 male parts, 2 female parts

Resume: At the beginning of summer, Stéphane invites Juliette to spend the end of the Summer holidays with him. At the beginning of Winter, Pierre, his father, invites Anne in for a last drink. They all thought they were  alone but that was without reckoning on Franck-Olivier, the neighbour from hell who's always there, whatever the season.
· JACQUES A DIT by Marc FAYET
This play was nominated 4 times for the Molières 2005 ( equivalent to the Tony Awards) : Best French-speaking playwright, Best show of the private theater, Twice: Best actress in a supporting role

This play was produced in Belgium

3 male parts, 3 female parts

Resume: When an old bunch of friends meets up at the request of one of the members to share memories, the result is an amusing play with swift dialogue.
· GUANTANAMOUR by Gérard GELAS
This play was produced in Italy

2 male parts

Resume: A G.I. and a presumed member of Al Quaïda imprisoned together in a wire cage on Guantanamo. The jailer and the prisoner, the winner and loser now confront each other locked up on an island the other side of the world. Rassoul, chained to his bed and Billy Harst, the G.I. have nothing to say to each other. Hate separates and binds them together at the same time. Convinced of their good faith and the cause they are defending, the war between them continues with the only weapon they have : words.

Slowly they discover each other and what lies beneath the surface.

· LA VERANDA by Cyril GELY and Eric ROUQUETTE
2 male parts, 3 female parts

Resume : You don’t chose your neighbours. Unfortunately, when you move in, you have to deal with them. They are everywhere. In this story, the neighbours live in front and can say hello by the window and see into each others living-room. A situation to be cherished. « Watch it, ‘cos i won’t last … »

· ECHAFAUDAGES by Luc GIRERD
4 male parts, 2 female parts

Resume: This play talks about a construction site and the people who work on it. The president of the future building visits it. He comes with his site foreman (treated as a whipping boy) and his old secretary (still in love with him). On the site, they meet a trade unionist workman who wants people to respect his rights, and a young house painter who prefers Picasso to the site…Then a young girl who is studying medecine arrives. Her beauty and ambitions won't help the construction site to go further…

· SÉJOUR POUR HUIT A TADECIA by Luc GIRERD
6 male parts, 3 female parts

Resume: Tadécia. A town somewhere in Europe. In the midst of ruins and the war which is crushing the civilian population, six refugees shelter in an old theatre, still standing in spite of the bombing.

· VERS TOI TERRE PROMISE by Jean-Claude GRUMBERG
2 male parts, 2 female parts

Resume : What stays where there is nothing left ? You can replace a teeth, not a beloved or a country.

In this play, the author is wondering how is it to lose all that was your life. In 1942, Charles Spodek has to leave his dentist office because of the anti-Jewish laws. He will get it back in 1945. But during this 3 years, one of her daughter died in deportation, and the other one became a nun. Charles and his wife don’t recognize themselves in this place. Maybe they should leave ? in Israël ? Why not…
· JEUX DE SCÈNE by Victor HAIM (English translation available: STAGE DIRECTIONS)
This play received the Molières 2003 (equivalent to the Tony Awards) for Best Playwright

This play was produced in Spain, Finland,The Netherlands

2 female parts

Resume: Two women. They meet on stage for the first rehearsal. One, Gertrude, is an intellectual playwright, reflective, and strict. The other, Hortense, is a famous actress considered as a twit, talkative, extroverted and amorous person…Everything separates them. They have to work together. How will they do?

· LE JEU DE LA VERITÉ by Philippe LELLOUCHE
Produced in Belgium, Russia

3 male parts, 1 female parts

Resume: Three young men in their forties get together for  diner once a week. One night, one of them announces that he has found Margaux, the love of their high-school days. Conversation about her flows…in all directions until one evening, when she walks in.

· LE JEU 2 LA VERITÉ by Philippe LELLOUCHE  (Second part of LE JEU DE LA VERITE)

3 male parts, 1 female parts

Resume: Since the first play, Pascal's got a new girlfriend and Fabrice has gained as much weight as his pregnant wife. Margaux uses the excuse to announce two important events. This second part makes a study of man in his 40's… 
· PAR-DESSUS LA JAMBE by Patricia LEVREY
This play was produced in Germany, Canada

2 male parts, 2 female parts

Resume: Dany is a modern woman and juggles between her job as Executive Director, mother and wife. She's pragmatic, a woman of today driving her fast car, an occasional lover … but above all, very attaching. Her husband is attentive and caring.

Unfortunately, she has an accident and is bedridden in hospital. A nightmare for the doctors and nurses as she goes about reorganizing everyone's life.

· CUT by Emmanuelle MARIE

3 female parts

Resume : In the ladies’loo, three women who’ve never met, start confiding in each other and slowly this new meeting place becomes their haven, wher their most intimate thought are revealed.

· BLANC by Emmanuelle MARIE (English translation available)
2 female parts

Resume : Two sisters waiting together for their mother to shed her last breath next door.  For three nights and days they discover each other for the first time. Their grief and happiness all of which they have always kept to themselves.

· AVEC DEUX AILES by Danielle MATHIEU-BOUILLON ( English translation available : NEXT STOP ETERNITY)
1 male parts, 1 female parts


Resume: A man sits under a parasol on a deserted beach.  A young woman appears looking lost, it's Valentine and she's just had a car accident.  Laurent and she talk and he finally tells her the truth.  Namely that she died in the accident and her gardian angel has taken her place.  An intense comedy about the meaning of life.

2 male parts

They are very successfull and an association lend them a little house in the mountains to rehearse. But they don't rehearse a lot and talk all the time. For better or for worse.

Résumé: The Lebrun's have just moved into their new building where the inhabitants are most proud of their dwelling.  A few days after their move, a notice is put up in the lift "Lebrun is a creep".
